Pike Solo, Parade Line March for Individuals etc. There will be a critique sheet for these events. There
will be a general critique sheet used for all Open Invitational individual events as well.

To compete in the AAU events, you MUST be a current member of the AAU. Membership year is
September 1-August 31%. Register online at www.aausports.org. Make sure you print/Record your
Membership ID# at the completion of that process so you can list that number on this entry form. If
you have a current AAU membership in baton OR any other sport, you may use that membership
number on this application.

To compete at the AAU national Championships/Junior Olympic Games, individuals and teams must
compete and qualify at an AAU qualifier and or a Regional/District Championship during the current
competitive season in each event that you wish to enter at the AAU National Championships/Junior
Olympic Games.

Food will be served all day. ABSOLUTELY No Food or Drinks are allowed in the gym or dressing room
areas.

Contestants are responsible for reporting to their lanes on time. Failure to do so will result in
disqualification.

No Refunds are issued for any reason.

Only contestants and competition officials/staff are permitted on the competition floor.

AAU Coaches may purchase an AAU Coaches shirt online.

Parents will be held responsible for damage to the building and grounds.

No Smoking except in/if designated area(s).

Contest Directors have the right to make changes necessary to keep the competition running smoothly.

All Corps and Teams MUST have a roster sheet attached for each corps or team entered per category.
Entry will be returned if roster is not attached.

All wins count in all cases regardless of which organization the win was achieved. An athlete may be
beginner in solo one baton but a Novice in solo two baton. REFER to the RULEBOOK.

If you are notified you owe money on anything, only cash will be accepted the day of the contest.

NO FLASH PHOTOGRAPHY is allowed. Videotaping is allowed but limited. Check the AAU Baton
Twirling Handbook of Rules for specifications.

If you are required to supply your own music: Music may be on CD only. Make sure you have at least
one back up copy.
